Course Duration

This course is of 40 hours duration and consists of three Modules:

Module 3 Assessment: There is an ongoing assessment for this module which constitutes 10% of the global
mark.

Course Assessment: The assessment paper will be divided into 2 parts:

e Part 1 - Oral (This carries a total of 15%).
o Part 2 — Written Assessment (This carries a total of 55%. In this part of the assessment, the learner
will be required to work out grammar exercises and write a few sentences on a chosen topic).

The duration of each assessment is of 1 hour.

The remaining 30% will be allocated to the Ongoing Assessment. The ongoing assessment will take
into consideration the learner’s classroom participation throughout the entire module, and will take



place by way of oral exercises, practical exercises, one-to-one questions, quizzes, roles plays and
group activities.

Trainees will need to obtain a pass mark of at least 45% in both the Ongoing Assessment and the End of
Module Assessment.
