Course Duration

This course is of 22 hours duration and consists of one Module - (including 2-hour assessment)

The trainer will also be holding lessons with the learners which will consist of various presentations and
demonstrations.

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Module Assessment: The assessment will be as follows:

Each learner will be assessed through ongoing assessments throughout the whole course, which will take
into consideration the learner’s classroom participation. This will have a total of 40% of the global mark.

Each learner will deliver a 10-minute presentation, in order to be assessed on his/her competence. The topic
of the presentation will be chosen beforehand in agreement with the Trainer. This will have a total of 60% of

the global mark.

Trainees will need to obtain a pass mark from both the Ongoing Assessment and the Presentation. The pass
mark is 45%.
