This
course is open for persons working within the construction sector or persons with a foreign background
and aspiring to work in the construction industry.

Course Duration

This course is of 30 hours duration and consists of two Modules

e Module 1 is of 14 hours duration
e Module 2 is of 16 hours duration - (including 1-hour assessment)
